OAKLAND TREE UPDATE: Robert Crook was finally able to obtain a response as to why

the City chose to plant inappropriate trees on Oakland. Martin Pastucha, director of public
works, provided the following:

The designated tree along each street in the city is determined by the Master Street Tree
Plan that was adopted by the City Council in 1994. This documents calls out the street tree
by street segment throughout the city. The designated street tree on North Oakland is a
Sycamore. Your concern is with the planting of the sycamore tree along this stretch of
Oakland that is dominated by Palm Trees.

If the majority of the neighborhood would like to change the designated street tree for this
section of Oakland Avenue, then we would be happy to help you with that process. This
would require making an application to the Urban Forest Advisory Committee (UFAC)
and indicating why you believe a change in specie is appropriate. If approved by UFAC,
this recommendation would be forwarded to the Design Commission and then to

City Council for final consideration and approval. This would then change the designated
tree on Oakland and allow for the planting of Palms.

The City receives its funding for street trees from state forestry grants that do not cover the ‘
cost of palm trees. We therefore do not plant palms on streets with city dollars. Orange (
Grove Blvd. south of the 134 Freeway has a large number of palms that have been lostand &

in need of replacement, but the city is not replanting Palms on this street due to the j-:-.,‘

funding constraints. We have asked the residents to fund the replacement of Palms if they "{:'
want to see this tree replanted, otherwise the spots will be replanted with the approved X -
street tree. ]."i‘-

The City 's response will be discussed at an upcoming board meeting and
further action will be considered. Feed back, especially from those living on
Oakland, is very welcomed.

Neighborhood Sign design: Julie revealed the sign to the board in the final version with
all revisions complete. The board accepted and approved the design for submission to
the city for review. It is undoubtedly the best of all neighborhood signs in the city, if not
the universe.

We have asked the city to replace dead or missing trees
on the street with palm trees, just like all the other trees on the street, but were treated to
something else entirely. The city tree department apparently has no sense of the historic
nature of the street and has planted palm trees elsewhere in the city recently (Arroyo
Parkway).

Lighting: Ben submitted a special flyer to notify the neighbors of OHNA s new private
safety and beautification lighting program that will appear in a later newsletter.
